How to set up BeoVision MX 8000

Appropriate surroundings for
BeoVision MX 8000

– Always place your BeoVision MX 8000 on a
firm and level surface. 

– Allow a space of at least 5 cm above and to
each side of BeoVision MX 8000 for
adequate ventilation. 

– Do not place BeoVision MX 8000 in direct
sunlight, directly under spotlights or near a
dimmer, as this might impede the infrared
remote operation of BeoVision MX 8000. 

– The BeoVision MX 8000 is designed for
indoor use, in dry, domestic environments
with a temperature range between 10–40º C
(50–105º F). 

– Do not place any items on top of BeoVision
MX 8000. 

– Do not attempt to open your BeoVision 
MX 8000. Leave such operations to qualified
service personnel.

NOTE! Specially designed stands are available for

placement of your TV. Contact your 

Bang & Olufsen retailer for further information.

If necessary, remove grease stains or
persistent dirt with a lint-free firmly wrung
cloth, dipped in a solution of water
containing only a few drops of mild
detergent, such as washing-up liquid.

About the contrast screen…
If your BeoVision MX 8000 is equipped with a
contrast screen with anti-reflection coating,
you must use a mild window cleaning fluid to
clean the screen. To retain the optimum
performance of the screen, make sure that no
streaks or traces of the cleaning fluid are left
on the screen.

NOTE! If the front screen glass should crack or

chip, or if it should be damaged in any other way,

it must be replaced immediately as it could

otherwise cause bodily harm.
